
In late February, over 100 Christian educators from
around Sheboygan County gathered in Lutheran High’s
Performing Arts Center to hear Dr. David Smith,
Professor of Education and Director of the Kuyers
Institute for Christian Teaching and Learning at Calvin
University in Grand Rapids, MI and Editor of the
International Journal of Christianity and Education. In
this presentation sponsored by Faith Based Education,
Inc., Dr. Smith shared insights on what faith has to do
with the art of teaching and learning. Educators from the
