
Luke Meyer Memorial Scholarship

The Luke Meyer Memorial Scholarship is given in memory of Luke, a former student of 
Lutheran High.  Luke was killed in a car accident in 2003 when he was only 18 years old.  
Luke’s parents give this annual scholarship in his memory and in the hope that other 
young people will go on to fulfill their dreams and the plans God has for them.  

Eligibility: While having known Luke or his family is not a requirement for the 
scholarship, it may help in the selection process.  Any senior may apply, but the focus is 
on individuals who have been involved in team sports and have shown their Christian 
leadership in this context.

Award Amount: $500

Application Process:  

1. Include a personal resume.
2. Complete a short essay that describes your future aspirations, post-secondary 

plans, interests, and academic achievements.  Most importantly, discuss how being 
a leader and participant in team sports has impacted you.  In what ways have you 
been a team player and how have you practiced Christian leadership?  If you 
knew Luke, include some thoughts on this connection, as well.

3. Return resume and essay to the guidance office by the deadline.
