"Summertime" Happenings

In the early 1930's George Gershwin composed an aria for the Opera "Porgy and
Bess" entitled "Summertime." This piece of music was inspired by a Ukrainian
lullaby Gershwin had previous encountered entitled "A Dream Passes By the
Windows." For the Music Department, this summertime, like all the rest began
with a dream. That dream was one of organization. Unfortunately, as the the
Ukrainian lullaby so aptly put it, the dream of organizing the LHS music library
passed by the windows.

For the past two decades, band and choir music has been stored in envelopes,
folders, and countless file cabinets. The system for cataloguing music was as
ancient as the means of storing music. A single green, spiral notebook held the
keys to the contents of the LHS music library. Finding a specific piece
of music was like finding a proverbial needle in a haystack. If one was
lucky enough to find the title of a particular piece in the notebook,
finding the music would prove to be just as difficult of a task.

All of this changed with a generous donation from Christ Lutheran
Church and the offerings received from congregations visited by the
Music Department on their 2009 New York Tour. This money was
pooled together to purchase a brand new, sliding-shelf, cherry wood,
music library. Thanks to Tom Rusch and Mike Van De Kreeke, the
library was installed by mid-August and work began on organizing,
storing, and filing the music. Days later, music was stored in one-third
of the space it previously occupied. The summertime dreams will no
longer pass by, but have been realized.

Taking the place of all of the filing cabinets and shelving are a
technology station, electronic drum set, and practice area. All

of these improvements will be greatly beneficial to helping students'
musical abilities grow.
