PARENTS: PLEASE NOTE - A NEW MOVIE “GOLDEN COMPASS” PROMOTES ATHEISM  - (Excerpted from ÒThe 
Eagle ExpressÓ, St. Paul Lutheran School, McAllen, TX)  British author Phillip Pullman admits he is 
Ò. . .trying to undermine the basis of Christian belief,Ó in an article published in The Washington PostÑ
adding that C.S. Lewis (Christian author of the Chronicles of Narnia) would describe his books as the 
ÒDevilÕs work.Ó  When his books were released in 2003 in Australia, Pullman told The Sydney Morning 
Herald that his Òbooks are about killing God.Ó

This movie, due to be released on December 7th, is based on PullmanÕs books in his His Dark Materials 
trilogy.  According to Pullman, he Ò. . .hates C.S. LewisÕs Chronicles of Narnia seriesÓ and has written a 
trilogy to show Ò. . .the other side.Ó  The movie has been Òdumbed downÓ to fool children and their parents in 
the hope that they will buy the book trilogy which Pullman says he wants children to read so they can 
decide against God and the kingdom of Heaven.  In the end of the trilogy, the children kill God and 
everyone can do as they please.

We feel very strongly that children/teens should not see this movie or read the books.  Children are so 
impressionable and research has shown what propaganda campaigns can do to sway childrenÕs thinking 
and actions.  The findings from such research studies have even led to strict legislation in regulating the 
advertising industry to curb their subliminal messages that influence children into wanting to buy unhealthy 
food items and purchase movies/games/toys that are not appropriate for their health and age.  If you do 
decide to expose your children to this material, please go to the movie with them or read the book so that 
you can talk to your children and maybe explain the anti-God/Christ sections to them.  Parental intervention 
is extremely important in dealing with this subject matter.
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
