Since our school is founded on the rock of our salvationN
Jesus Christ, let us joyfully begin by reporting that we
remain completely dedicated in our preparation of the
next generation of Christian leaders. Mr. Pratt, Mr.
Zeuner, Mr. Jurss, and Pastor Johnson continue to share,
teach, and challenge our students
each and everyday by sharing the
Word of God in theology classes.
Our students continue to hear
Christ-centered messages in
chapel from area pastors. Although
85% of our student enroliment
comes from Association churches,
we continue to see the mission field
come to us in terms of the number of students who do not
have a church home or active faith life. One foreign
exchange student, who has been with us for two years
and was not a Christian when she came, was baptized at
Trinity Lutheran Church in Sheboygan this past fall. What
a joy and blessing! Moreover, we continue to teach our
students Christian apologeticsNhow to defend the faith
against a growing secular onslaught which hopes to
destroy Christianity. We prepare our students, not just for
college, but for eternal life.

Speaking of college, our curriculum continues to expand and
challenge students on all levels. By adding more college
preparatory classesN such as AP Physics, Statistics, AP
Calculus, and our distance learning coursesN we not only
challenge our upper level students, but can make more
room for students of all abilities.

Our students have been such a joy to watch grow in the
nurture and admonition of the Lord. They joyously serve
and volunteer for Lutheran High fundraising functions, sing

in nursing homes, and represent our churches so well in
the community. Our service group GLOW (God® Light of
the World) continues to serve community members with
gestures both big and small. They @ut skinGon God® love
for us. What an impact and difference they make to so
many!

The financial picture is mixed. We celebrate the ongoing
results of the Leading the Way campaign. Our building
debt has been reduced over the last two years from 1.1
million to $480,000 dollars. The Leaders for Life
Endowment continues to grow, allowing us to generate
more dollars for tuition assistance. Yet, we recently
passed a $185,000 deficit budget for the
2008-2009 school year (down from
$225,000 this current school year).
These deficits have forced us in recent
years to cut office staff and teaching
positions, thus placing additional strain
on an already over-extended staff.
Through it all, we appreciate and are
literally inspired by every gift of every
size, but especially the ones that come from joyful,
cheerful givers. God has truly blessed Lutheran High with
generous supporters. Thank you!

Our parents, past-parents, and others who volunteer their
time have been nothing short of inspirational too. To all
those who work fundraising events, manage the
concession stands, speak positively in the narthexes,
serve so faithfully on HarvestFest or Auction committees,
make and package Christmas ornaments, or do behind
the scene testimonials on behalf of Lutheran High School,
you are cherished more than you know.

In short, the Lutheran High family is something special
and things look good at halftime. By God® grace, we
hope to finish strong in the second half too.
