Do you remember the razor blades in the Halloween candy 
scare of the 1960Õs and 1970Õs?  Chip and Dan HeathÕs 
Made to Stick: Why Some Ideas Survive and Others Die 
(2006) notes that this story is a myth.  In fact, researchers 
studied every incident that occurred on Halloween since 
1958 and not one instance can be found of strangers 
causing life-threatening harm to children by tampering with 
their candy.  Two children did actually die on Halloween, but 
their deaths were not caused by strangers.  (Unfortunately a 
5 year-old found his uncleÕs heroin stash and accidentally 
overdosed on the drug and his relatives tried to cover it up 
by sprinkling heroin on candy to cover the uncleÕs tracks.  
Another father, hoping to collect on insurance, caused the 
death of his own son by contaminating his candy with 
cyanide).

Other urban legends remain with us today.  Ever hear of the 
Kentucky fried rat?  Did anyone tell you that Coca-cola rots 
your bones (love you Mom)?  How about to never flash your 
brights or high beam lights at a car whose headlights are off 
because you could be shot by a gang member?  Ever hear 
a newscaster who said that the Great Wall of China is the 
only man-made object that is visible from space?  (The Wall 
is really long but not very wide.  If the Wall was visible from 
space so would every interstate highway too!)  My personal 
favorite is when people say that humans only use 10 
percent of their brain (If this were true, it would certainly 
make brain damage a lot less worrisome). 

These urban legends, myths, and lies that have been 
around for decades demonstrate the power and influence of 
stories and words on the human brain.  Words are powerful.  
Stories stick.

This is why the faculty and staff of Lutheran High remain 
dedicated to the teaching of Bible stories and the truth found 
only in GodÕs Holy Scriptures.  Indeed, as Christian leaders, 
our students know that the source of their faith comes only 
from the Holy Spirit through GodÕs Word and nowhere else.
